Second Reading - James 3:16-4:3: Jealousy and selfishness cause disorder and evil. Wisdom from above is pure 
and peaceable.

Gospel - Mark 9:30-37: Jesus taught his disciples about his death and resurrection. In Capernaum, he addressed 
their argument about greatness, teaching that true greatness comes from being last and serving all, using a 
child as an example.
